On Wednesday, September 9, 2020, the Orcutt Union Elementary's Board held a public hearing to certify the extent to
which textbooks and instructional materials have been provided to students. The Board of Education adopted Resolution
No. 7 which certifies as required by Education Code §60119 (1) that textbooks and instructional materials were provided
to all students, including English learners, in the district to the extent that each pupil has a textbook or instructional
materials, or both, to use in class and to take home, and (2) sufficient textbooks and instructional materials were provided
to each student, including English learners, that are aligned to the academic content standards and consistent with the
cycles and content of the curriculum frameworks in math, science, history-social science, and English/language arts.

In addition to core subject areas, districts are required to disclose in their SARCs the sufficiency of instructional materials
used for their visual/performing arts curricula. Orcutt Union Elementary did not offer visual/performing arts classes and
therefore did not require the distribution of respective textbooks and instructional materials.

School Facility Conditions and Planned Improvements

The district takes great efforts to ensure that all schools are clean, safe, and functional through proper facilities
maintenance and campus supervision. Joe Nightingale Elementary School's original facilities were built in 1958. Ongoing
maintenance and campus improvements ensure facilities remain up to date and provide adequate space for students and
staff. District maintenance and site custodial staff ensure that the repairs necessary to keep the school in good condition
are completed in a timely manner. The principal and assistant principal communicate with the custodial staff daily
concerning maintenance and school safety issues. A work order process is used by school and district staff to communicate
non-routine maintenance requests. Every morning before school begins, the custodian inspects the facilities for safety
hazards or other conditions that need attention prior to students and staff entering school grounds. One day custodian
and one evening custodian are assigned to Joe Nightingale Elementary School.
